Plaintiff Sixteen Plus, by counsel, propounds the following first request for

production of documents pursuant to Rule 26(d)(2) and 34 of the Virgin /s/ands Rules of

Civil Procedure (V.1. R. ClV. P.) on the Defendant.

INSTRUCTIONS

ln responding to these Requests for Production of Documents, the following

instructions shall apply:

1. The obligations imposed by V.l, R. ClV. P.26 and 34 are hereby incorporated,

including, but not limited to, the duty to supplement imposed by V.l. R. ClV. P. 26(e).

2. lf the Defendant lacks information to respond to a particular request for

production, in whole or in part, Defendant shall state or identify: a) the currently available

information; b) any currently unavailable information; c) the efforts Defendant has taken, or

will take, to obtain the currently unavailable information; and d) when the Defendant

expects to obtain this information. Further, if the Defendant believes that any other

individual or entity may have information that responds to a specific request, in whole or in

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part, the Defendant shall provide the individual or entity's: a) name, address and telephone

number and b) a brief description of the information the Defendant believes the entity or

individual

possesses.

3. Whenever in these requests for production the Defendant is directed to produce

or "identify" a "document," the Defendant shall, besides providing the document itself (if

asked to produce), state or identify the following: a) the date the document was prepared;

b) the name, address and telephone number of each author or signatory; c) the name,

address and telephone number of each recipient (both addressee and recipients of

copies); d) the document type (e.9., letter, memorandum, report, etc.); e) the document

title; f) the document's control number or Bates number; and g) the name, address and

telephone number of the document's custodian.

4. lf the Defendant no longer possesses any document the Defendant requests, the

Defendant shall state or identify: a) the date the document was prepared; b) the name,

7. The Defendant shall respond to each of these requests for production to the

fullest extent possible, and in good faith, preserving any valid objections the Defendant

may have. The Defendant may further ask the Defendant's attorney to clarify or limit any

request for production Defendant believes is vague or unduly burdensome.

B. Whenever these requests for production use any word in the plural, the

Defendant shall understand the word to include the singular as necessary to make the

request for production inclusive rather than exclusive. Further, whenever these requests

for production use any word in the singular, the Defendant shall understand the word to

include the plural as necessary to make the request for production inclusive rather than

exclusive.

9. Whenever these requests for production use any word in the masculine, the

Defendant shall understand the word to include the feminine as necessary to make the
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request for production inclusive rather than exclusive. Further, whenever these requests

for production use any word in the feminine, the Defendant shall understand the word to

include the masculine as necessary to make the request for production inclusive rather

than exclusive.

10. Verbs written in the present tense shall also be taken to mean and include the

past. Verbs written in the past tense shall also be taken to mean and include the present.

11. Whenever these requests for production use the word "and" or the word "or,"

the Defendant shall understand the word conjunctively or disjunctively as necessary to

make the request for production inclusive rather than exclusive.

TERMS AND MEANINGS

The terms used in this Discovery have the following meaning:

As used herein, the term "document(s)" is used in its broadest sense to include, by

way of illustration only and not by way of limitation, all originals and non-identical copies of

any writing or any other tangible thing or data compilation in the custody, possession or

control of the Defendant - whether printed, typed, reproduced by any process, written or

produced by hand, including any graphic matter however produced or reproduced, or

As it appears from documents in my possession your company owos client an amount of no less
than US$ 14,612,662.23 (Fourteen Million Six Hundred Twelve Thousand Six Hundred Sixty
Two United States Dollars and Twenty Three Dollar Cent), for both princip)e and interest, based
on a promissory note between client and your company dated September 15, 1007 and a First
Priority Mortgage dated Febn¡ary 22,1999. Apart from this your company owes client at least an
amount of US$ 3,000,000.00 for late penalties.

Client is no longer willing ûo accept yournegligenl payment behavior and hereby summons you
to pay off entire debt mentioned, to the total of US$ 77,6121662"23,to client within two (2)
weeks the postdating of this letter. Failurc to comply therewith shall result in legal

against your company forthwith, the costs of which will be for your account

Dear Mr. Snow:

I understand why you rudely hung up on me on Friday, as you now obviously realize
that you should have never sent the letter in question to Sixteen Plus, lnc. Aside from
the fact that you are effectively practicing law in a jurisdiction where you are not
admitted, you sent a letter on behalf of a person, Manal Mohamad Yousef, whom you
have apparently never met or spoken with--and who appears to never have authorized
you to send that letter.

lndeed, I do not understand why a lawyer in Sint Maarten would not question the
propriety of being asked by someone from the Virgin lslands to send a demand letter to
someone in the Virgin lslands involving real property located in the Virgin lslands. lt is
hard to believe that this scenario did not make you suspicious when you were retained
by Mr. Yusuf to send this letter.

I suspect Mr. Yusuf assured you it was proper, but in my view you have an independent
duty to verify certain basic facts about the matter before sending such a letter under the
questionable circumstances in question. Had you inquired further, you would have
found that Mr. Yusuf's family owns one-half of Sixteen Plus, lnc. Obviously he appears
to be using your services to try to obtain the other 50% shareholder's interest. Of
course, if the mortgage were valid, your alleged client, Manaf Mohamed Yousef, would
be adverse to your actual client, Mr. Yusuf.

lf you had inquired further you would also have discovered that Mr. Yusuf, along with
the lJnìted Corporation and others, was indicted by the taxing authorities in the Virgin
lslands in 2003. While the case against Mr. Yusuf (and others) was finally dropped in

2010, the United Corporation, whom I suspect actually paid for your services, remains
under indictment.
Finally, if you had inquired furlher, you would have discovered that Mr. Yusuf is involved
in cívil litigation with his paftner here, which indirectly invofves the asset owned by
Sixteen Plus, lnc. Had you known this, you might have thought to ask him why he did
not use any of the multiple lawyers he has already retained (who are admitted here) to
send the letter you sent.

ln due course, the mortgage will be proven to be invalid in my opin¡on, but I question
whether you should remain involved any further in this matter ín this jurisdiction unless
(1) you can produce something in writing demonstrating that you have authorizatíon to
represent Manal Mohamed Yousef which (2) also waives any conflict you appear to
have in representíng Mr. Yusuf at the same time. I would be very interested in seeing
such a document. lf you do decide to become involved further here, you might also look
into the law in the Virgin lslands regarding what should be included in a demand letter.

You also commented on the timing of my call, as the holidays are here, but you are the
one who dictated the timing by requestíng a response by December 26, 2012. I had
called twice earlier in the week, as I had hoped a phone call would resolve this matter,
but since you requested a written response when we finally spoke on Friday, please
consider thís letter as that response.

Finally, as for your comment about "American" lawyers, if you take the time to check me
out, you will find I have an excellent reputation as well, despíte what Mr. Yusuf rnight
say. lndeed, Mr. Yusuf would do far better trying to amicably resolve these matters with
his partner than resorting to such tactics like having a Sint Maarten Lavqyer send a
demand letter to a company ín which his family has a 50% interest. ln any event, while I

do not like sending letters líke this one, neither you nor Mr" Yusuf has left me any other
alternative.

Please let me know if you have any questions or if you think there is additionaf
information I should know. I am always glad to discuss anything you think I may have
mísunderstood or overlooked. However, if you wish to communicate with Sixteen Plus,
lnc., please do so in writing sent to my attention at the above address.
